The brightest object above
the eastern horizon as our
Sun sets in the west is
majestic Saturn.  It is in
view all night long and sets
in the west as
our Sun rises in
the east in the
morning.  I think
of it as “full”
Saturn in the
sense that we
say “full” Moon
when our Moon
rises as our Sun
sets.  The
correct term is,
opposition,
meaning Saturn
is “opposite” our
Sun in our sky at
this time.  Earth,
moving at
67,000 mph, has caught up
with and is in the process
of passing Saturn, moving
at just 21,500 mph, as we
both race around our Sun.
The earliest records of the
movement of the naked

eye planets in our sky
show that the ancients
knew that Saturn traveled
the slowest.  This fact was
interpreted correctly by

them to mean that Saturn
was the “highest” or the
farthest away wandering
“star”, planet.  Being the
“highest”, Saturn was
honored as god of the sky
and ruler of the Titans.

All of our ancestors who
lived before the 1600s
(that’s an incredibility long
period of time and an
incredible number of

people) did
not know
about the
beautiful rings
of Saturn.  In
1610 Galileo
became the
first person
to look at
Saturn
through a
telescope.
The
combination
of a low
power
telescope
and a much

less than optimal position
for Saturn led Galileo to
make the following entry in
his notes, “The planet
Saturn is not alone, but is
composed of three, which
almost touch one another.”

Galileo observed Saturn
again in 1612 and with
great surprise reported that
Saturn was alone but in
1613 the two others
reappeared.  He could not
explain it.  The explanation
had to wait until 1656
when Christiaan Huygens
(HOY-gens), with a much
more powerful telescope
proposed that Saturn was
surrounded by a solid ring
that nowhere touched it.
Twice during each orbit
around our Sun, or about
every 15 years the rings
will appear “edge on” as
viewed from Earth and so
appear to disappear.
Galileo was the first to
observe this phenomenon
but did not realize what
was happening at the time.
Our next opportunity to
observe the rings “edge
on” will be in 2009.  In
1676 Gian Domenico

Cassini
discovered
a gap in
the ring
and
proposed
that they
were not
solid rings
but rather
they were
made up
of particles
too small
to be seen
with telescopes of that day.
Slowly over time more
advances were made as
more powerful telescopes
were built and more
mathematics was applied
to explaining the rings.  The
pace really picked up with
the space missions of
Pioneer 11 (1979),
Voyager 1 (1980),
Voyager 2 (1981) and the
most recent, most

extensive,
and on
going
Cassini-
Huygens
mission
(2004…).
Each
mission
answered
some
questions
but also
generated
more new

questions.  Early on it was
just assumed that the rings
formed when Saturn
formed but it is now known
that the rings are quite
young in comparison with
Saturn.  The two leading
theories about the origin of
the rings are: 1) two moons
collided and the debris
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
