The Child Tax Credit

In addition to the
EIC, you may also qualify
for the Child Tax Credit if
you were raising a child in
your home for at least six
months during 2006. The
single or married worker
must have a taxable earned
income above $11,300.
The child must live with the
worker in the U.S., and be
under age 17. Parents of
full-time college students
under the age of 24 (or
students of any age who
have total and permanent
disabilities) may also be
able to claim the EIC. The
child must be either a
citizen or resident alien and

VITA (Volunteer
Income Tax Assistance )

Sites

Gethelpin filling
out your tax forms at VITA
(Volunteer Income Tax
Assistance) sites that are
available in many
communities. IRS certified
volunteers prepare taxes
free of charge. Forasite
near you, call 1-800- 829-
1040. Avoid “rapid
refund loans” which are
quite costly. Ifa VITAssite
is not located in your
county or close by, seek
tax preparers that charge
low or minimal fees. This
will allow you to keep most
of your return.
Split Refund New for
2007

For the 2007 tax
filing season, the IRS is
launching a new option for
tax filers called the “split

mailed by the IRS.

The “split refund”
may not be the most
appropriate option for filers
who could lose benefits
such as Medicaid, food
stamps, or SSI, because
their savings are over the
limits required by these
programs. However, there
are savings options such as
the Saver’s Tax Credit and
Roth IRA that might benefit
many. Get additional
information at VITA sites
or other tax preparers.
