On Monday, February 5,
2007 two of the child
sexual predators will go
before a Jefferson County
judge during a pretrial
conference. The cases are
being prosecuted by John
Heck of Jefferson County
Commonwealth ’s Attorney
David Stengel’s Office.
Anthony Vincent Ross’
pretrial conference is
scheduled before Judge
McKay Chauvin at 10a.m.
Ross, from Louisville , is
alleged to have driven his
Mercedes sports car to
have sex with what he
believed to be a 13-year-
old girl whose mother was
away. Steven Darrell
Duncil’s conference is
scheduled at 10:30a.m.
before Judge James M.
Shake. Duncil was a
substitute school teacher in
Fleming County who had
taught 4th graders the
previous year. He’s alleged
to have traveled for hours
believing he had lured an
innocent minor into a
sexual relationship.

Each perpetrator was
charged with use of an
electronic device to entice
a minor into a sexual act, a
Class D felony, and all but
one was charged with
attempted unlawful
transaction with a minor, a
Class C felony. These
criminal defendants are
presumed innocent until
and unless proven guilty.
Since the sting operation,
Attorney General Stumbo
has formed an i-Shield
Task Force to get
“cybersafety” information
out to our schools and
communities. This Task
Force is composed of
specially trained law
enforcement officers from
across the state who help

teach children and others in
our community how to
avoid Internet predators
and other Internet dangers.
He has also added a
Cybersafety section to the
Office of the Attorney
General website
(www.ag.ky.gov/
cybersafety) with online
tips and information to
safeguard children from
Internet threats including
dangers such as
cyberstalking and
cyberbullying.
The Office of the Attorney
General , in partnership
with the Kentucky Center
for School Safety, also
sponsored an i-SAFE
Assembly Program at
Green County High School
last week to educate and
empower students to act
safely and responsibly on
the Internet. A day-long
program is being planned

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LANDFILL
FRANKFORT, Ky. (Feb.
2, 2007) – Around $3.2
million in environmental
remediation work is near
completion at the old
Harlan County Landfill.
The project involved
overall site storm-water
and erosion control

improvements, slope
stabilization, construction
of a barrier-type cap to
prevent entry of rainwater
and minimize leachate, and
a leachate collection and
treatment system including
a lined holding lagoon and
wetland cells. Leachate is
water that collects

contaminants as it seeps
through the landfill.
Wetland plantings and
permanent seeding will be
done in the spring.
The Harlan County project
is among several being
conducted under oversight
of the state Environmental
and Public Protection

Cabinet (EPPC) at old,
closed landfills. Upgrades
at these old landfills are
aimed at protecting human
health and the environment
- a top priority of the
cabinet and the Fletcher
Administration, said EPPC
Secretary Teresa J. Hill.
Funding is from the

Kentucky Pride Program
created by the General
Assembly in 2002. Program
money comes from a $1.75
per ton fee paid by
generators of waste
disposed at municipal solid
waste landfills and proceeds
from a $25 million bond
issue.

FORMER FUNERAL DIRECTOR
ARRESTED ON 20 CRIMINAL

CHARGES
Allegedly pocketed at least $80,000 intended for

prepaid funeral arrangements
FRANKFORT, Ky. (Feb.
2, 2007) – Richard A.
Justice, 53, a former
funeral home operator in
Pikeville, was arrested this
afternoon and charged with
19 felonies and one
misdemeanor ranging from
insurance fraud, theft,
violations of the Kentucky
Funeral Trust Act, and
acting as a funeral director
without a license.
The Insurance Fraud
Investigation division of the
Kentucky Office of
Insurance (KOI) began

investigating Justice in
October 2006 following a
consumer complaint. An
elderly woman alleged
Justice had collected funds
for a prepaid burial
arrangement but did not
send the money to an
insurance company or place
it in a trust, as is required by
law.
As a result of the initial
complaint, the KOI
investigation uncovered 11
additional victims with
similar issues. KOI
estimates that Justice

pocketed at least $80,000
from senior citizens as part
of the scheme.
The Justice Funeral Home
closed in late 2006. The
complaint alleges that he
operated the facility
without the proper license
since August 2004.
Justice faces up to 20
years in prison, a fine of up
to $10,000 on each count
(or twice the amount of
gain), or both.
He is being held in the
Pike County Jail on a $2
million bond.

)— Kentucky individual
and corporation income
taxpayers will have until
Tuesday, April 17, 2007
to file calendar year

2006 returns or to file an
extension request.
The two additional days
to file returns are due to
April 15, 2007 falling on
a Sunday, which

requires tax filings to
be submitted by
midnight on the next
business day. April 16,
2007 will be observed
as a holiday,
Emancipation Day, in
the District of Columbia
by virtue of a recent
enactment by the D.C.
Council. Federal
statute provides that
holidays observed in
the District of Columbia
