All you need are a few
seedlings and a place to
plant them.
5. By using ‘conservation
tillage’ techniques, soil
erosion could be slowed or
even stopped in many
farms throughout the
world. Less soil erosion
means more plants. More
plants means less carbon
dioxide. Encouraging local
and organic farming
decreases transportation
costs to and from distant
markets (and therefore
carbon emissions caused
by the trucks used to
transport produce) and
eliminates pesticides from
the atmosphere.
